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 This year our    
National League teams have 
made real progress.  We 
made some changes last 
summer, opting to drop our 
Under 15s and Under 13s 
team and instead go for a 
two year system of Under 
14s, 16s and 18s which in 
the long term would be the 
most sustainable option and 
also be the most beneficial 
in terms of development.  
We anticipated the first few 
years would involve some 
adjustments and we have 
had to deal with a few  
issues throughout the season, 
but what a season we have 
had.   
 The under 14s have 
picked up where they left 
off last year and with    
several key players in the 
Under 13s age group the 
team should go from 
strength to strength.  They 
certainly have the ability to 
beat anybody in their 

leagueé if they can up 
their intensity at the       
defensive end of the court 
then they can still make a 
late charge for the final 
play-off spot. 
 The Under 18s 
have struggled this season; 
itõs a little but of a mystery 
whyé they have some   
quality players and a good 
deal of experience in their 
squad but as yet they are to 
click.  We know they are 
desperate to put that right 
and three or four players 
have shouldered a lot of the 
responsibility for carrying 
the team through, especially 
with the loss of lead coach 
Mike Stoddard. 
 The Under 16s 
have been the stand out 
team, surprising everybody, 
including themselves, with 
what they have been able 
to achieve.  They have 
achieved this by creating a 
group of players who know 

how to make the most of 
their individual and        
collective talents, they have 
the ability to make each 
other better. They          
understand each otherõs 
strengths and they also 
know where they and their 
teammates are less capable 
and are doing a better job 
of avoid putting each other 
in situations where they are 
likely to fail.  They have 
made mistakes but         
importantly they have never 
stopped learning from them.   
 There is not many 
weeks left for our National 
League teams now.  Please 
get down to Rossmore on a 
Saturday afternoon and 
support the teams when they 
have a home game.
